The meeting was called to order at 5: 30 P. M.

Present were Council Member Galloway, Hoffman, McAntire, Caviness, Bossou and Mayor Johnson.

Much discussion was had; is cost the only reason to
remove primary provisions? Council wished they had heard more from the public on this topic.  Peg
Lazio and Ashley Noreuil from the audience requested council to table this item before making a
decision. Noreuil stated the premise of removing primary provisions revolves largely around the cost of
the election; there are more nuances of this discussion that need to be factored into your decision.  What
are the benefits of holding primaries? Noreuil further stated primarily what you are taking away is
resiliency in the election process. Motion failed. 2- 3. Ayes: McAntire, Caviness. Nays:  Galloway,
Hoffman, Bossou.

The
City is losing revenue when waiving fees; look at creating a policy that defines parameters for this type of
process for future.

General Fund; able to reduce some expenditures; currently looking at
deficit of$ 289, 361. 97 for FY25, which is more manageable than original figure($ 855, 263. 22).  100% employment

is not reality; net zero in new positions( add parks utility position and remove Act. Specialist in Finance). New

finance software will dramatically change how the finance dept. operates; should make processes more efficient.

This Real Estate Exchange Agreement is made by and between the City of Ottumwa, Iowa
the" City") and Wilson B& L, LLC (" Wilson").

The parties agree as follows:

1.       Exchange of Property. The City owns real estate legally described on Exhibit A( the
City Property"). Wilson owns the real estate legally described on Exhibit B ( the" Wilson Property").

Exhibit C generally depicts the City Property and the Wilson Property. The City agrees to convey to
Wilson the City Property, in exchange for Wilson' s conveyance of the Wilson Property to the City;
both conveyances subject to any easements and servient estates appurtenant thereto and subject to any
zoning restrictions, easements of record, and restrictive covenants of record.

2.       Closing and Possession. If the parties timely perform all obligations herein, closing
shall occur on a date mutually agreed to between the parties on or before March 8, 2024( the" Closing
Date"). The City shall deliver possession of the City Property to Wilson on the Closing Date, and
Wilson shall deliver possession of the Wilson Property to the City on the Closing Date.

COMMUNITY DESCRIPTION

Location: The City of Ottumwa is located in Wapello County approximately 22 miles southeast of Oskaloosa,
Iowa and 42 miles west of Mount Pleasant, Iowa.

Population: The population of Ottumwa according to the 2010 US Census was 25, 045. The overall City of
Ottumwa population has remained relatively level for the past several decades. A planning period of 50 years
and annual growth rate of 0. 5% is assumed for this project. A review of the 2010 Census Tracts indications that
Blake' s Branch Drainage Basin has approximately 5, 912 residents. It is estimated that 25% of the City' s

population resides within Blake' s Branch Drainage.

Existing Combined Sewer System: Blake' s Branch box is a combined sewer starting at the Des Moines River
near S. Vine Street. The box is approximately 8, 000 linear feet and extends north past the intersection of
Pennsylvania and Jefferson Street. The box was built in the early 1900s, constructed of brick, approximately 8

feet in height, and 10 feet in width with an arched top. Blake' s Branch Basin is generally bounded by Alta Vista
Avenue to the north, N. Elm Street to the east, Main Street to the south, and Court Street to the west.

There are several sewers in the area that are combined sanitary and storm sewers connected directly to the
Blake' s Branch brick box.

Alta Vista Avenue is the approximate high point and the topography slopes down to the north toward
Grandview Avenue. This area consists of a sanitary sewer gravity pipe network that collects and directs flow to
a wet well near the intersection of Grandview Avenue and N. Elm Street. The sanitary sewer is pumped

through a force main pipe to a manhole near the intersection of Pike Road and N. Elm Street. The sanitary

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sewer travels by gravity pipe to Blake' s Branch Box just north of the intersection of Jefferson Street and
Pennsylvania Avenue.

According to the National Institute of Health: In dry weather, a combined sewer system sends a town' s entire
volume of waste- water to a sewage plant, which treats and discharges it into a waterway. Rain and snowmelt,
however, can fill up a combined sewer. Combined sewers have been specifically designed with escape
overflow pipes so that the mixture of sewage and stormwater doesn' t back up into buildings, including homes.
The resulting combined sewer overflow (CSO) dumps raw sewage into lakes, rivers, and coastal waters,
potentially harming public health and the environment. Basement backups of untreated wastewater can also
occur when the combined sewer system is overloaded as a result of a rainfall event, also posing a human

health and safety hazard.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

Purpose: The purpose of this project is to prevent untreated wastewater from being released to the
environment, prevent basement backups, and reduce the influence of storm water on the sewer system to
safely and reliably operate this portion of the City of Ottumwa' s wastewater collection system for at least the
next 20 years.

The proposed project is Phase 8 of the Blake' s Branch Sewer Separation included in the Long Term Control
Plan dated February 11, 2011 and agreed upon between the City of Ottumwa and State of Iowa Department of
Natural Resources in Administrative Consent Order No. 2011- WW- 14. Phase 8 of this project will eliminate
Blake' s Branch CSO # 4 and convert Blake' s Branch Box to strictly stormwater flows under the Long Term
Control Plan.

Proposed Improvements: The proposed project will separate the combined sewer in the Blake' s Branch
drainage area by constructing a new sanitary sewer. This project will involve the construction of approximately
6, 000 linear feet of sanitary sewer, 8, 500 linear feet of storm sewer, 7, 500 linear feet of water main, 35 blocks
of paving, and all necessary connections and appurtenances.

Receiving Stream: The treated wastewater from wastewater treatment plant, as well as untreated flows from
the CSOs, discharge to the Des Moines River. The Des Moines River has a stream designation of Al, B( WW1),
HH.

Class Al waters are primary contact recreational use waters in which recreational or other uses may result in
prolonged and direct contact with the water, involving considerable risks of ingesting water in quantities
sufficient to pose a health hazard. Such activities would include, but not be limited to, swimming, diving, water
skiing, and water contact recreational canoeing.

Waters designated Class B( WW1) are those in which temperature, flow and other habitat characteristics are

suitable to maintain warm water game fish populations along with a resident aquatic community that includes
a variety of native nongame fish and invertebrate species. These waters generally include border rivers, large
interior rivers, and the lower segments of medium- size tributary streams.

Waters designated Class HH are those in which fish are routinely harvested for human consumption or waters

both designated as a drinking water supply and in which fish are routinely harvested for human consumption.

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ALTERNATIVES CONSIDERED

Alternatives Considered: The elimination of combined sewer overflows into the Des Moines River from Blake' s

Branch brick sewer box requires construction of a separate pipe improvement project. It is not feasible to

construct a cost- effective separate storm sewer pipe system within the drainage basin and it is not desirable
to use the brick box as a sanitary sewer. Therefore, the alternatives presented are based on constructing a
separate sanitary sewer pipe system at two different locations within the drainage basin.

Alternative 1 consists of the construction of a new 36- inch diameter separate sanitary trunk sewer within

existing street rights- of-way as much as practicable to minimize acquisition of permanent sewer easements.
This alternative will utilize the existing 8- foot x 10- foot Blake' s Branch brick box as a separate storm sewer and
will construct either a new storm sewer or sanitary sewer pipe laterals within side street rights- of-ways

depending on existing pipe diameter. It is anticipated the existing lateral sewers will be used as a sanitary
sewer pipe as initial review of the existing pipe diameter indicates it would be undersized for storm sewer
flows, and new lateral storm sewers will need to be constructed.

Alternative 2 is the same scope of work as Alternative 1 except this alternative will construct a new 36- inch

diameter separate sanitary trunk sewer adjacent to Blake' s Branch brick box. The existing Blake' s Branch box
was constructed in the existing drainage and covered with dirt to be flush with adjacent land. The alignment of
the box indicates structures have been constructed either on top or right adjacent the box over the years ( i. e.

parcel west of Birch north of Plum Street, parcel west of Norris street near N. Jefferson Street, parcel north of
Jefferson, several houses west of Jefferson Street, etc.). Alternative 2 will require acquisition of permanent

easements and in some cases purchase of parcels with residential structures. The acquisition of permanent
easements and parcels with structures will add cost and time to the construction schedule.

Reasons for Selection of Proposed Alternative: The No- Action alternative is not viable due to the DNR Consent

Administrative Order to eliminate the combined sewer and the human and environmental health and safety

hazards posed by CSOs and basement backups. Alternative 1 is selected as the best viable option to minimize
acquisition of permanent easements and therefore reduce cost and time for acquiring easements. The
proposed project site was selected for the availability of land ( majority right- of- way), engineering criteria,
accessibility, as well as minimization of the impacts to the environment.

No adverse comments were received from any agencies or general public to date. Conditions placed on the

applicant by the above agencies in order to assure no significant impact are included in the Summary of
Reasons for Concluding No Significant Impact section.

ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT SUMMARY

Construction: Traffic patterns within the community may be disrupted and above normal noise levels in the

vicinity of the construction equipment can be anticipated during construction and should be a temporary
problem. Adverse environmental impacts on noise quality will be handled by limited hours of contractor work

time during the day. Other adverse environmental effects from construction activities will be minimized by
proper construction practices, inspection, prompt cleanup, and other appropriate measures. Areas

temporarily disturbed by the construction will be restored. Solid wastes resulting from the construction

project will be regularly cleared away with substantial efforts made to minimize inconvenience to area
residents.

Provided that this permit is
obtained and the terms of which are abided by, no significant impact to surface water quality, fish, shellfish,
wildlife, or their natural habitats is expected.

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Temporary air quality degradation may occur due to dust and fumes from construction equipment. The

applicant shall take reasonable precautions to prevent the discharge of visible emissions of fugitive dusts

Historical/ Archaeological: Various Native American tribes with an interest in the area and the Certified Local

Government were provided information regarding the project. A Phase I Archeological investigation of the
proposed project area was completed and a historic architecture survey is currently underway. Results from
this investigation will be submitted to the State Historical Preservation Office ( SHPO) for review. The project

will only proceed as planned if a determination of either " no historic properties affected" or " no adverse

effect on historic properties" can be appropriately reached with or without mitigation. However, if project
activities uncover any item( s) that might be of archaeological, historical, or architectural interest, or if
important new archaeological, historical, or architectural data should be encountered in the project APE, the

applicant should make reasonable efforts to avoid further impacts to the property until an assessment can be

made by an individual meeting the Secretary of the Interior' s professional qualifications standards (36 CFR
Part 61).

Environmental: According to the Iowa DNR Conservation and Recreation Division, the proposed project will
not interfere with any State- owned parks, recreational areas or open spaces. The U. S. Army Corps of Engineers
concurs that the project will not impact wetlands. The project will not impact any wild and scenic rivers as
none exist within the State of Iowa. The U. S. Fish & Wildlife Service Section 7 Technical Assistance website

consultation determined, and Iowa DNR Conservation and Recreation Division agree, that the project will not

impact protected species or their habitats provided that any tree cutting is conducted between October 1 and

March 31 to avoid impacting endangered bats. However, if any State- or Federally- listed threatened or

endangered species or communities are found during the planning or construction phases, additional studies

and/ or mitigation may be required. According to the Iowa DNR Flood Plain Management Section, this project

will not impact the 100- year floodplain. No adverse impacts are expected to result from this project, such as
those to surface water quantity, or groundwater quality or quantity. Therefore, no significant impact to

surface water quality, fish, shellfish, wildlife, or their natural habitats is expected.

Land Use and Trends: The project will not displace population nor will it alter the character of existing
residential areas. The proposed project is within the present corporate limits of Ottumwa in areas zoned
residential, commercial, or industrial. No significant farmlands will be impacted. project should not impact

population trends as the presence or absence of existing water/ sewer infrastructure is unlikely to induce

significant alterations in the population growth or distribution given the myriad of factors that influence
development in this region. Similarly, this project is unlikely to induce significant alterations in the pattern and
type of land use.

Irreversible and Irretrievable Commitment of Resources: Fuels, materials, and various forms of energy will be

utilized during construction

25% of all property owners within the proposed district as well as an assessed value equal to at
least 25% of the property in the district. Staff has reviewed the petition and it appears to meet initial
requirements, exceeding both thresholds.

At the December 4th, 2023 Regular Plan and Zoning Commission meeting, the Commission issued
a report recommending that the SSMID be renewed for a further seven years. Further, public
hearing notices were mailed to all property owners in the proposed boundaries of the SSMID
district inviting them to participate in this public hearing.

If approved, properties in the district would pay an additional property tax of $ 1. 00/ thousand in

Zone 1, $ 2. 00/ thousand in Zone 2 and $ 3. 00/ thousand in Zone 3. These funds are used for

projects to benefit the district as determined by the SSMID committee. Previous projects include
trash enclosures for district businesses, the electric maintenance cart for Main Street Ottumwa, dog
waste bags near trashcans, ashtray replacement and support for the Business Builder Academy.

At least 30 days after this public hearing, the Council may consider an ordinance to reestablish the
SSMID district for a further seven years. There is a resolution later in the meeting that memorializes
the actions taken to date in this process and sets staff to prepare that ordinance.

was established for the Downtown District effective July 1, 2019. That
district is due to expire, and a timely petition has been filed which seeks to
renew the district.

25% of all property owners within the proposed district as well as an assessed value equal to at
least 25% of the property in the district. Staff has reviewed the petition and it appears to meet initial
requirements, exceeding both thresholds.

At the December 4th, 2023 Regular Plan and Zoning Commission meeting, the Commission issued
a report recommending that the SSMID be renewed for a further seven years. Further, public
hearing notices were mailed to all property owners in the proposed boundaries of the SSMID
district inviting them to participate in this public hearing.

If approved, properties in the district would pay an additional property tax of$ 1. 00/ thousand in
Zone 1 , $ 2. 00/ thousand in Zone 2 and $ 3. 00/ thousand in Zone 3. These funds are used for

projects to benefit the district as determined by the SSMID committee. Previous projects include
trash enclosures for district businesses, the electric maintenance cart for Main Street Ottumwa, dog
waste bags near trashcans, ashtray replacement and support for the Business Builder Academy.

At least 30 days after this public hearing, the Council may consider an ordinance to reestablish the
SSMID district for a further seven years. The Public Hearing for this was previously held during this
meeting. This resolution memorializes that the required process has been fulfilled and directs staff
to prepare the ordinance.

2.       To continue an operation fund with respect to the Proposed District to be known
as the " Downtown Ottumwa Self-Supported Municipal Improvement District Operation
Fund"( the " Operation Fund"), and levy an annual tax ( the " Operation Tax") upon the

The City Council has referred a petition to the Plan and Zoning Commission for a recommendation.
Petition seeks to renew the Downtown SSMID.

Simonson said chapter 386 of the Code of Iowa Provides for the Development of districts in which tax is

levied for improvements within that district. Such a district was established for the Downtown District

effective July 1, 2019. That district is set to expire, and a timely petition has been filed which seeks to
renew that district.

Simonson explained what the additional tax would be, where the funds were focused and discussed the

map provided to the commission.

Noreuil asked for clarification about property tax and SSMID tax exempt properties. Properties which

are exempt from property tax, such as churches, are exempt from the SSMID tax. Additionally, property
which is taxed as residential property is exempt. Noreuil observed that the parcel map did not include

parcels included in the district which were previously tax but are no longer exempt. She requested that
an updated map with the District clearly identifying all included properties be included with the Council
materials.

Manson moved that the Plan and Zoning Commission, City of Ottumwa, recommend the renewal of the
establishment of the Downtown Self- Supporting Municipal Improvement District pursuant to the

properly filed petition as presented and that the City Council proceed to renew said district. The motion
was seconded by McDonough. The motion carried unanimously, with a 5- 0 vote.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF THE CITY OF OTTUMWA,

IOWA BY AMENDING SECTION 31- 14( a) ENTITLED

FEES AND CHARGES, COSTS"

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF

OTTUMWA, IOWA, THAT:

SECTION ONE:  The Municipal Code of the City of Ottumwa, Iowa is hereby amended by
repealing and replacing sec. 31- 14( a) as follows:

Section 31- 14.  Fees and charges, costs.

a)( 1)  The user charge system shall generate adequate annual revenues to pay costs of
annual operating and maintenance including replacement and costs associated with debt
retirement of bonded capital associated with financing the treatment works which the City may
by Ordinance designate to be paid by the user charge system.  That portion of the total user
charge which is designated for operations and maintenance including replacement of the
treatment works shall be established by this section.

2)      That portion of the total user charge collected which is designated for operation
and maintenance including replacement purposes as established in subsection( b), shall be

deposited in a separate non- lapsing fund known as the operation, maintenance, and replacement
fund and will be kept in two primary accounts as follows:

a. An account designated for the specific purpose of defraying operation and
maintenance costs ( excluding replacement) of the treatment works( operation and maintenance
account).

b. An account designated for improvements, capital equipment, construction,

renovation, rehabilitation, remodeling or replacement of any wastewater treatment, collection,
separation or distribution improvement ( replacement account).  Deposits in the replacement

account shall be made at least annually from the operation, maintenance and replacement
revenue in the amount of at least$ 500, 000. 00 annually.

3)      Fiscal year-end balances in the operation and maintenance account and the
replacement account shall be carried over to the same accounts in the subsequent fiscal year, and
shall be used for no other purposes than those designated for these accounts. Monies which have
been transferred from other sources to meet temporary shortages in the operation. maintenance
and replacement fund shall be returned to their respective accounts upon appropriate adjustment
of the user charge rates for operation, maintenance and replacement. The user charge rate( s) shall
be adjusted such that the transferred monies will be returned to their respective accounts within

the fiscal year in which the monies were borrowed.

SECTION TWO. Severability.  If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or portion
of this Ordinance be held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, such



portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct and independent provision, and such holding shall
not affect the validity of the remaining portion hereof.

SECTION THREE. Repealer.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the

provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION FOUR.  Effective. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect, from and after its

passage, adoption, and approval and publication as required by law.

SECTION FIVE. When this ordinance is in effect, it shall automatically supplement, amend,
and become a part of the said Code of Ordinance ( Municipal Code) of the City of Ottumwa,
Iowa.

This Real Estate Purchase Agreement made by and between Iowa State Bank and Trust Company
of Fairfield, Iowa( the" Seller") and the City of Ottumwa, Iowa( the" Buyer").

The parties agree as follows:

1.       Purchase and Sale of Property. The Seller shall convey to the Buyer the real property
legally described and depicted on the acquisition plat attached hereto as Exhibit A ( the " Property"). The

4.       Condition of Property.

a.   The Seller shall preserve the Property in its present condition until the Closing Date,
ordinary wear and tear excepted.

b.  At any time prior to the Closing Date (" Buyer Due Diligence Period"), Buyer may, at

Buyer' s expense, perform an acquisition study to determine the suitability of the Property
for Buyer' s intended use, which study may include, but not be limited to, Buyer' s
evaluation of the Due Diligence Documents; a physical inspection of the Property by
persons of Buyer' s choice; Buyer' s evaluation of the area of the Property and availability
to the Property of sufficient sanitary and storm sewer, gas, water, communication, and
electrical utility services; Buyer' s evaluation of parking availability, traffic flow, and
ingress and egress to and from the Property; Buyer' s evaluation of the zoning classification
of the Property; Buyer' s inspection and review of all agreements, leases, conveyances,
encumbrances, restrictive covenants, contracts, or easements affecting the Property in any
manner whatsoever; preparation, review, and approval of the Buyer' s site and development
plans for the Property, if any, by all governing agencies and necessary third parties; and
other aspects of the Property pertaining to its use for Buyer' s purposes.  If Buyer is not

If the Seller is unable to cure the defects to title by the Closing Date, then either party
may terminate this agreement by giving written notice to the other party.

This Real Estate Purchase Agreement is made by and between Rodney Burns( the" Seller") and the

City of Ottumwa, Iowa( the" Buyer").

The parties agree as follows:

1.       Purchase and Sale of Property. The Seller shall convey to the Buyer the real property
legally described and depicted on the acquisition plat attached hereto as Exhibit A ( the " Property"). The

Seller shall convey the Property together with any easements and servient estates appurtenant thereto and
subject to any ( i) zoning restrictions, ( ii) easements of record acceptable to the Buyer, and ( iii) and

restrictive covenants of record acceptable to the Buyer; provided Buyer, on possession, is permitted to make
use of the Property for public right- of-way.

2.       Closing and Possession. Closing shall occur on a date mutually agreed to between the
parties on or before March 13, 2024( the" Closing Date"). The Seller shall deliver possession of the Property
to the Buyer on the Closing Date. This transaction shall be considered closed upon: ( i) the filing of all title
transfer documents, and ( ii) the Seller' s receipt of all funds due from the Buyer under this agreement

3.       Purchase Price. The Purchase Price shall be$ 325. 00 ( the" Purchase Price"). The Buyer

ingress and egress to and from the Property; Buyer' s evaluation of the zoning classification
of the Property; Buyer' s inspection and review of all agreements, leases, conveyances,
encumbrances, restrictive covenants, contracts, or easements affecting the Property in any
manner whatsoever; preparation, review, and approval of the Buyer' s site and development
plans for the Property, if any, by all governing agencies and necessary third parties; and
other aspects of the Property pertaining to its use for Buyer' s purposes.

PERMANENT UTILITY EASEMENT AGREEMENT FOR CONSTRUCTION AND
MAINTENANCE OF PUBLIC IMPROVEMENTS

THIS AGREEMENT, entered into by the City of Ottumwa, Iowa, a municipal corporation, Grantee,
hereinafter called " City"), and Wilson B& L LLC, Grantor, ( hereinafter called " Property Owner").

Property Owner grants unto City, its successors and assigns, including any agents, contractors, and
employees designated by the city, a Permanent Utility Easement for the right of access, on, over, under,
through and across the land as follows for the purpose of maintaining a roundabout, together with
necessary appurtenances thereto:

The West 10 feet of that part of the Southwest Quarter of the Northeast Quarter of Section
Twenty- six( 26), Township Seventy- two (72) North, Range Fourteen ( 14) West of the 5th
P. M. in Wapello County, Iowa, known as Lot Number Three ( 3) of the Auditor' s
Subdivision of said Southwest Quarter of the Northeast Quarter, described as follows:
Beginning 132 feet North of the Intersection of the East side of Quincy Avenue and the
North line of Albia Road and on the East side of Quincy Avenue; thence North along the
east line of said Quincy Avenue 66 feet; thence East 132 feet; thence South 66 feet; thence
West 132 feet to the place of beginning, Except

Beginning at a point on the east line of Quincy Avenue that is 257. 6 feet north and 29. 86
feet east of the center of said Section 26, Township 72, Range 14; said point of beginning
also being described as the southwest corner of Auditors Lot 3 of Government Lot 2;
thence north along the east line of Quincy Avenue a distance of 66. 0 feet to the northwest
corner of the said Auditors Lot 3; thence east 10.

I.      Consideration

City shall bear the entire cost of restoring the area disturbed to a condition that is equal to or better than
the condition before the work began. The Parties agree to following:

1.) The City will be responsible for having a 35' curb drop( 25' driveway with 5' driveway flares)
installed at a location to be agreed upon on site with all parties involved. The City too will be
responsible to pour the first 6' of that driveway.

2.) The City will be responsible for installing a sanitary sewer lateral from the City sewer main to the
Right of Way line following SUDAS Standards. Once the work has been completed, like all other
sewer laterals in the City, this sanitary sewer lateral becomes the property and responsibility of
the land owner it serves( currently Wilson B& L, LLC), and will run with the land.

3.) It is agreed upon, that up to one water service per lot( 2 in total) may be installed( while the
pavement is removed) by the property owner or designee. This work must comply with SUDAS
Standards. Proper permits and tapping fees must be obtained through Ottumwa Water Works who
will inspect the work. Similar to the sewer lateral, these water services are the property and
responsibility of the land owner it serves( currently Wilson B& L, LLC), and will run with the

land.

The property owner must understand that timing will be critical and there may only be a narrow
window to complete this work. The City will communicate to its best ability to notify the
property owner when the proper time to proceed is. It is requested that the property owner act
promptly to install these services.

II.     Possession

Possession of the premises is the essence of this agreement. Property Owner hereby grants to City the
immediate right to enter the above described property.

III.    Repairs

City agrees that any retaining wall, drain tile, fence, yard, or other improvements which may be damaged
as a result of any entry made through an exercise of the rights granted to the City in this agreement shall
be repaired at no expense to Property Owner.

IV.   Damages, If Any
It is understood and agreed that the consideration for this agreement includes full compensation for all

apparent damages caused by the exercise of this agreement.

V.    City's Liability
City will assume all liability for all damages to the above described property caused by City's failure to
use due care in its exercise of the rights granted.

VI.   Easement Runs With the Land

The Permanent Utility Easement shall be deemed to run with the land and shall be binding on Property
Owner and on the successors and assigns of Property Owner.

V I I.  Obstructions

Property Owner shall not erect any structure, plant any tree nor otherwise obstruct, the Easement Area
without obtaining the prior written consent of City.

DISCUSSION: The WPCF provides services to outside entities as part of the normal course of
work. The fees for some of these services has not kept up with the changing cost of providing the
services.

The first attachment is an updated schedule of lab fees. Our in house lab provides testing services
for local businesses, community treatment systems, and some nearby small towns. The new lab
fees are calculated based on costs of consumables, depreciation of capital equipment, and labor

costs. Also included is a discount for users inside the City. When clients drop off tests for our lab
to perform they will sometimes drop of samples for tests we do not perform in house. We will
package these samples with our samples and send them to an outside lab. The fee structure is
currently set up with a specific price for these tests. The flat handling fee on top of what we are
charged will remain the same. This will simplify billing because we will not have to change our
fees every time the outside lab changes theirs.  Shipping Fees will be market rate.
Another service we provide is the treatment of hauled waste. The fees for this have not kept up
with our changing costs, or with the more diverse type of waste we are now receiving. The
proposed fees attached are based on the new BOD and TSS surcharges, and the content of each
waste source as determined by testing.

RE:     Self Insurance Funds

Many employers pay premiums directly to an insurance provider who provides the rates each
year which the employer has very little control over.  The City of Ottumwa is different in that the
City is the insurer and pays for a network and coverage for employees, as well as an

administrator to assist with management.  When someone on the insurance goes to the doctor,

the City is who is actually paying the cost of that claim and not an insurance company.  This
requires a higher level of accounting and oversight from the City but ultimately puts the City in
control of its plan and costs in a way to be as cost effective as possible.

The City self- insures every covered individual up to $ 100, 000.  Once an insured person on the
City' s plan has claims that exceed $ 100, 000, a stop loss policy takes over paying for any costs.
The cost of the stop loss policy, along with claims estimates, administration and other costs are

used by the City' s consultant ( Gallagher) each year to come up with the rates that are to be

charged to the City and employees to pay expected costs.  The rates proposed for FY2025 are
the same as the current fiscal/ plan year.

The City provides health, dental, and group life insurance to its employees as part of a
comprehensive benefit package.  Retirees of the City are also able to keep themselves and their
spouses on the City' s insurance after retiring from the City.  The City has four funds to account
for this activity.  Below is a brief summary of each.

860 Group Health Insurance

This fund accounts for the medical and prescription drug costs associated with the City' s
health insurance plan.  For tracking purposes, this fund looks at active

employees/ COBRA as a separate expense group from that of retirees under 65.  This is
the largest of the self- insurance funds and accounts for a majority of the claims costs.

To that end, it is more likely to see stop loss recoveries, pharmacy rebates and other
revenues as well as majority of the associated expenses.

861 Post 65 Retiree Insurance

This fund accounts for retirees that are over the age of 65 and are on a City- provided
Medicare supplemental plan.  Most of the expenditures in this fund are for the premiums.
However, medical and drug costs do exist when incurred as part of a dental procedure.

862 Dental Insurance

The City self- insures dental insurance, and all of those covered regardless of age, run
through this fund, but expense are still broken down by the type of person covered



employee, retiree under 65, retiree over 65). There are no stop loss policies purchased
for the dental coverage, so the expense beyond dental claims are for administration

costs from Wellmark and consultant fees from Gallagher.

863 Life Insurance

The City purchases a traditional policy for providing life insurance to employees as well
as allowing employees to purchase additional coverage.  The fund accounts for those
premiums.

These funds operate in the background and will not be reported on the State' s budget forms, so

as not to duplicate revenues and expenditures.  To explain why, it is helpful to understand how
the benefits work behind the scenes.

When an employee receives a paycheck, an amount is withheld for their portion of insurance.

The City also has line items in each budget where there are employee expenses for group
health insurance ( 6150).  This account also gets charged the City' s share of for each employee
for each payroll.  Both the employer and employee contributions then get credited to the self
insurance funds as revenue.  In prior years this has gone into a line item ending in 4830, which
is a transfer in account.  To have a transfer in, you have to have a transfer out.  However, if we

classified these as transfers out in the funds the employee is paid from, we would be doubling
up on expenses.

Starting in FY24, we have set up line items to better classify revenues rather than calling them a
transfer in.  Line item 4792 PR Contribution ( short for payroll contribution) is recording the
monies that are part of the City' s portion of insurance costs every payroll.  Previously the City' s
contributions for any retirees was also coming through 4830, but that has changed to 4793 City

Retiree Contribution.  There are some journal entries that need to be completed in FY24 to
move funds that were originally credited to 4830.
